DESCRIPTION--The 2-day workshop is intended for intermediate and up
whitewater paddlers in kayak, canoe, raft, or other inflatable, who

are capable of performing river maneuversin class Il whitewater and
beyond. The course consists of classroom sessions, land-based drills
and hands-on practice in various river skills. Participants should

be in good health and physical condition, with good swimming ability
because extended periods of practice time are spent in the water.

Each paddler should be comfortable being in and swimming in the river
current.

Each workshop emphasi zes strategies and proven rescue techniques
for minimizing risks encountered in whitewater boating. Some of the
main topicsinclude: 1: Practice swimming drills and self-rescue,
wading, throw rope management, boat based and other assists, 2:
Rescue scene organization, 3: Techniques for entrapment and pins, 4:
Drills with the specialized rescue PFD, and 5: Introduction to the
basics of knots, anchors, haul systems and other techniques.

Highlight of the workshop will be the rescue simulations and "putting
it al together" in team scenarios.

Trinity River Clean up Theory

The
Clean Rivers Program operates under the
Clean Rivers Act, which was passed by the
Texas Legislature in 1991 with the ambi-
tious goal of assessing and improving the
State’ s water resources.

The Act authorizes the Texas Commission

on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) to levy

fees on wastewater and water rights per-
mitsin order to cover the expense of the program. TCEQ then contracts with river authorities to
perform specify tasks within each river basin. From the outset, the Trinity River Authority has
directed the Clean Rivers Program in the Trinity River basin toward issues selected by Trinity
basin stakeholders.

The Dallas-Fort Worth metroplex is located within the Trinity basin and as one of the most de-
veloped and populous areas of the state, contributes heavily, through the af orementioned TCEQ
fees, to the Clean Rivers Program. The Trinity River has along history of water quality prob-
lems, dating back to the turn of the century when it was known as the “River of Death.” Over the
past several decades an amazing amount of progress has been made in the water quality of the
river, which has seen the reappearance of afishery which appears to be returning to a more or
less normal state. Given this heritage of water quality problems, many studies, plans, and assess-
ments have been and are being conducted by various partiesin the basin. There exists therefore a
large foundation of expertise already in the cities and districts of the Trinity basin. Because of
this existing infrastructure, the goal of the Trinity basin CRP has been to build the CRP by capi-
talizing upon the existing base of ability, financial commitment, and experience among these ex-
isting water agencies.
