Instructors, as they are offering two ACA 2-Day SwiftWater Rescue

The first is for "experienced Women paddlers" on July 31 - August 1,  
and the second, open to all, is on August 14-15. Both courses will  
be on the Lower Mountain Fork River, near Broken Bow, Ok. 
Each class will be limited to about 10 participants, so the  
student/teacher ratio will be great! 
DESCRIPTION--The 2-day workshop is intended for intermediate and up  
whitewater paddlers in kayak, canoe, raft, or other inflatable, who  
are capable of performing river maneuvers in class II whitewater and  
beyond. The course consists of classroom sessions, land-based drills  
and hands-on practice in various river skills. Participants should  
be in good health and physical condition, with good swimming ability  
because extended periods of practice time are spent in the water.  
Each paddler should be comfortable being in and swimming in the river  
current. 
 
Each workshop emphasizes strategies and proven rescue techniques  
for minimizing risks encountered in whitewater boating. Some of the  
main topics include: 1: Practice swimming drills and self-rescue,  
wading, throw rope management, boat based and other assists, 2:  
Rescue scene organization, 3: Techniques for entrapment and pins, 4:  
Drills with the specialized rescue PFD, and 5: Introduction to the  
basics of knots, anchors, haul systems and other techniques.  
Highlight of the workshop will be the rescue simulations and "putting  
it all together" in team scenarios.

San Juan River Trip  
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  Environmental Report

Leave No Trace Principle #4: Leave What You Find 
 
Like many of you this last month I reveled in the deluge. I felt lucky to get in 
several days of good paddling on high water in great weather close to 
home. It doesn’t get much better than this! 
 
One sunny morning I found myself on the Paluxy with eight other NTRR 
members. We paddled and surfed and rolled and swam and meet a few 
other folks on the river. The folks we met were NOT other paddlers but sci-
entists. They were standing around on a rock ledge taking pictures of the 
ground and staring at their feet. Now most of the boaters in my group pad-
dled on by, but my gregarious nature was a bit curious. “Dinosaur tracks?” I 
queried.  
 
What a question! The lead guy was only too happy to give us a loquacious 
lesson in paleontology. He has us out of our kayaks, perusing the impres-
sions and rubbing the claw marks, asking questions and trying to memorize 
words like Acrocanthasaurus. (I think I’ve got that right.) Soon he was tell-
ing us when we could come back to take part in the public dig to excavate 
a large section of the mountain side to uncover what he suspected would 
be historic impressions of VERY large beasts. We nodded obediently and 
said we’d better get going before our friends, the canoeists, feared our 
death by drowning. 
The whole thing got me thinking about “Leave what you find.” Did he intend 
to ACTUALLY excavate and TAKE AWAY these dinosaur tracks or would 
he leave them there for others to see and study. What would be the right 
thing? There are many possible perspectives. 
 
Later that day we took a break from the river and walked up a pristine 
stream that gurgled down the hillside across impressionable limestone and 
into the Paluxy. About 100 yards upstream, there beneath the clear water, 
the sleuth of our group, Chris Gross, found unmistakable evidence of her 
old friend Acrocanthasaurus . Of course no one had a jack hammer and our 
kayaks were too small so we dismissed the thought of taking the souvenir 
home. We left it were we found it. It will be there for you to see and study 
and feel the claw marks. But what if it had been an arrowhead…….? 
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
